
Heart of Dixie Shoot Rules 
 
 

1. Numbers Division=Most total fish, shad and catfish 
will not count towards total number 

 
Big 20 Division= Biggest twenty fish, only one grass carp 
in the boat  at any time period, anyone caught dumping fish will 
be disqualified, in other words, only shoot ONE grass carp per 
boat. 
 

2. Cash payout for winning places based on number of 
entries in each division (Minus fish disposal 
,sanctioning fee,etc) 

 
3. Big fish categories=Heaviest Grass Carp, Longest Gar 

and Heaviest Buffalo 
 

4. Prizes/cash awarded to winners in each big fish 
category 

 
5. All state and federal boating laws must be followed 

 
6. No air/fan boats in the refuge areas.  Wheeler rules say:   

 
“Entry and use of air boats and 
inboard waterthrust boats, such as 
but not limited to, jetskis, 
watercycles, and waterbikes are 
prohibited on all waters within the 
boundaries of the Refuge except in 
the main channel of the Tennessee 
River and in Flint Creek from its 
mouth up to mile-marker three.” 
 

7. If you have a boat with both fan and trolling motor,  
you are fishing at your own risk since the rule is 
unclear.  If you are ticketed, you will be disqualified.  



Also if you are seen running your fan, and a team 
protests you will be disqualified.   
 

8. No locking through either dam 
 

9. No alcoholic beverages during tournament hours 
 

10. All boats will leave from the tournament site, NO 
TRAILERING 

 
11. All boats will leave when their number is called 

by the starting official, as determined by number 
drawing 

 
12. All decisions of the tournament officials are final 
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
